Bev will write up November movie announcement.  We will insert flyer about Newdow’s November event.  Carla will do a write-up about the Newdow event (up to 400 words).  Jerry Bachman will write-up Freethought Day.

November 22 Mike Newdow Event – Bev talked about Mike needing people power.  Wants young/old/gender/ethnicity for the show.  Selling tickets in advance, ushers, selling refreshments, ticket takers, people to call churches, schools, make buttons.  Volunteers will contact Bev.  Will place flyer in the newsletter.
Interim newsletter mailing/membership duties in Jerry’s absence – Jerry has asked the board to transition his duties to someone else starting in December and lasting at least until mid-2006.  Can split up the responsibilities of newsletters between newsletters and member interactions.  Bev suggested announcing this at the meeting, and the board agreed by consensus to do this.  Carla volunteered to help out in some way, in the event that someone else cannot be found.
AOF publicity -- Carla volunteered to do the publicity for AOF as an extension of her publicity work for AOF.

Outreach at American River College (ARC) -- Kevin demonstrated the ARC rack to the board.  The board recommended getting administration approval for the Evolvefish magazine for distribution at ARC.
Freethought Day -- Bev shared the idea of changing Freethought Day into a 501(c)(3) organization.  Ken remarked proposed getting a matching $500 challenge grant from another AOF member to match his $500 grant, and together they could issue a $1K "matching grant" challenge to all members of AOF and HAGSA -- matching each donated dollar with a dollar from our pool.  That would be 50¢ from me and 50¢ from my hypothetical partner for each $ coming in.  Bev shared that she will give Paul Storey a call.
