Distribution of HAGSA Literature on SSA Rack: Bev communicated HAGSA’s interest in distributing literature on the rack.  The AOF board approved this request by consensus, with the following constraints: 1) AOF reserves the right to remove outside literature; 2) AOF will not maintain any outside group’s literature for them.
Darwin Day: Ken re-communicated cancellation of Room 10 to Sierra 2 due to Darwin Day.  Ken will sell Evolvefish magnets for four dollars each.
Greeter:  In order to estimate the effectiveness of recent publicity efforts, and to help focus those efforts in the future, Carla will conduct an informal survey of folks attending AOF meetings for the first time by acting as a greeter at the room entrance and asking them where they heard about AOF.  She will also hand out new visitor packets at that time.  She will do this for three months (Mar, Apr, May).
