 Old Business- 1. Minutes of April and June approved

 2. Status of $50K Bequest: Mynga reported that the paperwork has been filed; account has been set up in advance of the transfer, with KN and MF as signatories. Fund is in tax-free bonds; it is assumed we will want to change that after the transfer, and possibly transfer from Wachovia Bank. The security management fees and any transfer fees are not known. Related financial reports will be mailed to AOF PO Box, instead of MF.
 3. Treasurer’s Report:  Approved. A donation of $666 was received from Pat Kelly.
