AOF Board Meeting    May 8, 2011
Present:  Jerry Sloan, Vincent Wales, Kristi Craven, Jillian Stanley, Mynga Futtrell, Mario Sandri, Ken Nahigian (treasurer), Carol Fletcher (member). 

The meeting was called to order at 4:30 p.m.  

The minutes of the previous meeting (March) were read and approved.  

Ken Nahigian presented the Treasury Report, which was read and approved.  

Jerry asked if we have a Freethought Day account; Ken said that we do have it, with our tax ID.

It is at U.S. Bank, with Mynga and Bev as signatories.  We need to substitute Deborah Smith as a signer, since Bev too ill to go out and the bank expects all the approved signers to be present in person for any transaction.
Sac Pride Fair: The annual Pride fair will take place on June 4th, with 12,000 expected to attend the event on Capitol Mall.  A space has been offered to AOF et al.  Ken volunteered to help out at a booth.  He said that Rachel of Sacramento Coalition of Reason will make a brochure listing information about all the groups involved.  Jerry said it is crowded and hard to talk to people with only one table and he thought it would be better to have two to accommodate AOF and the other groups. However, the Board eventually decided that one table could fairly represent all the organizations. 
Storage:  We need to have all AOF and Freethought Day material in one place.  Vince said that the minimum for a 5 x 5 storage unit is $50.00 a month and he will look into this.

Honorarium:  The Board confirmed the prior online approval of a $100 honorarium for David Fitzgerald when he speaks at AOF.  It will be in the form of a check, presented at the meeting.  

AAI names:  Mynga reported that the winner for the new name of the U.S. affiliate of AAI was Atheist Alliance of America, but whether this will be abbreviated as AAOA or AAA has not been decided.  AOF automatically continues to be a member of the AAA, but would have to apply for membership in Atheist Alliance International.
Bylaws:  There was nothing new to discuss about by-laws revision.

Outreach:  It is too late in the year to do publicity at colleges. Ken suggested that we need to get information posted in various online calendars.  There was discussion of somehow having AOF be a Meetup.com group, and Jerry will investigate that.   There was also the possibility of AOF and SacFAN joining together.  

Fidelity Fund:  With markets going up, Ken advised leaving our account at Fidelity Investments as it is.
July meeting:  Jerry pointed out that our 18th anniversary is this summer, and perhaps we would like to have something other than a usual meeting in July.  He will check out park possibilities for a picnic instead of a meeting and Ken can then cancel our July reservation at Sierra II.  
Meeting room charge for Board:  Mynga explained proposal to charge non-profits $35 to use the Brights meeting room on a weekend or evening.

Attendance at the May 8th AOF meeting was 28.  It was pointed out that they were mostly male; this was attributed partly to the presence of SacFAN members, who tend to be “white males.”  The sound was very good; Dave Flanders had come in an hour early to set up the system.

We will make an effort to get newsletter material to Kevin by ten days after the general meeting.  Jerry will write an announcement about the July picnic. The Board meeting will then be scheduled for Monday of that week (the day after the picnic) at 6 p.m.  

The meeting was adjourned at 6:10 p.m.
