Treasurer’s Report: Ken Nahigian---AOF remains solvent and in the black. New memberships and a single donation from the Jaclyn Glynn Speaker’s event generated increased revenue in August 2014.  All monies dedicated by past beneficiary that were being held in Escrow for future ‘Reason House’ have been transferred to Reason Center Committee to be used at their discretion to finance/support our new ‘Reason Center’. For more detailed information and review, refer to the current copy of AOF Treasury Report.

Sacramento Coalition Of Reason (SAC COR) and FREETHOUGHT DAY: Rachael Harrington---Freethought Day is October 12, 2014. It will be held on the West steps of the Sacramento State Capitol. Several speakers and events are being scheduled & finalized. Table Cost: $50 Board agreed that AOF merchandise and various items would be sold on the day of the event from leftover stock of previous years + books being purchased at fantastic savings discount to AOF.  Ken Nahigian is currently taking inventory of stock and agreed to handle all AOF sales at the event.

Juvenile Hall Outreach: Judy Saint---Judy shared that next J.H. date is scheduled for 09-16-2014. This is Judy’s second official visit and it is planned to be a classroom session. Judy added that AOF is now officially on the J.H. Monthly Events Calendar. Judy is coordinating dates and reported that another individual, Laura Hastings (SacFan), is interested in joining this outreach campaign. Additionally, special recognition went out to Ken Nahigian for his generous donation of many of the books being made available for the inmates at J.H.---‘Books Behind Bars’.  AOF is the first atheist and freethought group ever in Sacramento’s history to visit J.H. and provide outreach.
AOF Business Cards and Brochures: Brochures—Vince Wales and Judy Saint---Vince reports that he has designed pamphlets and brochures for AOF in the past. There was lively discussion that the current brochure could use a ‘facelift’ and Judy agreed to look into coordinating some basic designs and then providing them to the Board for review and input.  Business Cards—Judy shared that ‘Got Print’ charges $16.90/1,000 and $8.50/500.  Board agreed that this seemed reasonable price and final decision would be made after more research with other companies via email between Board members in the coming days/weeks.

Liaison Reports:  Atheist Alliance International—Mynga Futrell shared that this organization has undergone rejuvenation. Mynga shared that current members are committed to Democratic principles, independent and self-sustaining. This organization now has an Executive Director, complete with a paid Board Member Staff.
