Susan is scheduling speakers/activities for the last Sunday of every month. Susan requested an annual budget (from January thru December) of $2,000. This amount is to cover all expenses, e.g., speaker honorarium, transportation, meals, etc.) The board approved (Ken moved, Kristi/Fran 2nd.) 
It was noted that the Freethought Day speaker Aron Ra’s expenses are to be paid by the Freethought Day group and not by AOF. 

The AOF Facebook Page was discussed, it could still not be found on Facebook. 
The contact Judy Saint used for advertising SCoR events is no longer available.
Our AOF ad in Humor Times magazine was reviewed. Although the Board was happy with the ad, the Board agreed to not continue the ad due to unknown success in recruiting new members.
Fran discussed his providing of books/literature to an inmate at Donovan State prison in support of the inmate’s outreach efforts there. 
Fran is looking for ways to improve the AOF Newsletter delivery by possibly placing the newsletter in the e-mail, in lieu of it being a .pdf document.

Concern raised on responding to voice mails. Kristi had agreed to handle the voice mails, but apparently the google voicemails are going to Kristi’s work, Sutter Medical’s, email box where they get buried.

ACTION: Susan to ensure Aron Ra’s expenses are covered by Freethought Day group.
ACTION: Susan to recheck/edit Facebook Page.
ACTION: Fran to continue providing AOF type literature to Donovan State inmate.
ACTION: Kristi to pursue responding to voice mails.
Discussion on Reason Center: Need to continue to remind people to support Reason Center. 
The keys for the Storage Room were discussed. Mynga informed us that the Reason Center Board determined that the primary and secondary contact persons of each partner organization that happens to be renting a storage space for its materials qualify to receive a storage room key. So AOF should have two (2) keys to storage room. The AOF Board determined one key to Ken and one key to Susan for access to storage room.

ACTION: Mynga to request Rachael (Reason Center) provide AOF’s  2 keys to Ken/Susan.
Discussion on Web Page: The AOF Web Page domain name .org and .com have been renewed for another two years by Ken. Ken had determined it was not feasible to migrate the AOF Domain Name from Go Daddy to Hover.
The ongoing issue regarding the “Contact” page problems was discussed. Ken is working with a new web developer, Calweb Internet Services, to complete website cleanup.
