Minutes - AOF Board Meeting, August 10, 2021

Pam Rivera, Roger Zabkie, Mynga Futrell, Ken Nahigian, Ruth Rezos, Kayleigh Pontif, Fran Evanisko, and Christine Tweet were present in person or by phone. President Pam called the meeting to order at 7:21 p.m. 
Old Business
1. Review of minutes of the July 2021 meeting – minutes approved.
2. Ken sent the June 2021 Treasurer’s Report to board members. Treasury balance as of 06/30/21 was $7,487.92 available to spend.  Membership is down by two at 70.  He also sent the July 2021 Treasurer’s Report to board members. Treasury balance as of 07/31/21 was $7,767.01. Membership is down by six at 66. 
3. Fran’s final draft/report on revisions to AOF bylaws – the board approved Fran’s recommendations for revisions to the AOF bylaws. Action Item: Fran will send the revised bylaws to Ken to post on the AOF website.
New Business

1. Plans for the September 26 "Potluck in the Park" general membership event 

The board approved a park site and rental fee, Westwood Park, 8100 Butternut Drive, Citrus Heights. It has six covered tables that seat 25 people, clean restrooms, and plenty of free street parking. Cost is $80. Action Items: Pam will pay the rental fee and notify Ken so he can reimburse her using AOF funds. Pam will send a brief blurb about the event to Ken for the September AOF newsletter.

AOF has: cups, plates, napkins, and utensils which Ken and Ruth will bring.

Pam and Roger will bring two large jugs of water with spigots. 
2. Selection of one (1) or maybe two (2) focus topic(s) for our SSA Social Media Push project

· Jetta, her apartment complex community room – Jetta was absent.
Action Items: 
· Ken will check with Don Knutson to make sure there is no conflict between AOF Sunday afternoon meeting (2-4 p.m.) and the co-housing community’s Sunday evening community meal. If we are out by 4 p.m., can we use the room?
· Pam, UUSS 2 hr. room rental – Pam contacted UUSS requesting this info, but has received no response. She will make a second request.
4. Jetta to report findings about non-religious "feeding the poor" opportunities in the Sacramento area that AOF members may wish to join in. Item postponed until next meeting as Jetta was absent.
5. Discussion: When to return to every other month AOF board meetings – postponed until such time as monthly meetings are no longer indicated.
6. Sponsorship of October 2021 Freethought Day – The board approved payment of $150 sponsorship for Freethought Day. Action Item: Ken will pay the sponsorship online. (Roger, Christine, and Ken will staff the AOF table at the event.)

· Pam - suggested we need to boost membership, as we have lost six members in two months. Action Items: Mynga will call some lapsed members and encourage them to rejoin. They include 1) Chief Executive Officer (AKA President), 2) Secretary, and 3) Chief Financial Officer (AKA Treasurer). A Vice President is not mandatory
