Minutes - AOF Board Meeting, January 11, 2022
Pam, Rae, Fran, Ken, Mynga, Roger, Kayleigh, and Ruth were present in person/by phone. Pam called the meeting to order at 7:01 p.m.
Old Business
1. Minutes of the November 2021 meeting were reviewed and approved. 
2. Ken sent the December 2021 Treasurer’s Report to board members. Treasury balance as of 12/31/21 was $8359.94. Membership is down by two at 63 members. As of this writing, Ken has completed the 2021 annual financial report and sent it to all via email.  
3. The revised bylaws are complete and have been posted on the AOF website. Visit https://www.aofonline.org/learn/legal-info.html to view them.  In the "About AOF" box on the left, click AOF Bylaws, or click the same line a bit further down the page under Legal Documents. Fran noted that membership language has been clarified and a legal paragraph of no consequence has been removed.
4. January in-person membership meeting – Sunday 01/30, 2 pm, at Sam’s Hof Brau on Watt Avenue. Our scheduled presenter, Sean O’Brien, will not be able to attend. Consequently, this month’s meeting will be a general social meeting. Ken will bring name tags and the newsletter sign-up binder. Ruth will bring surgical masks for attendees who are not masked. Sean indicated he would like to speak at one of our future meetings. 
5. Roger contacted Rachel and got instructions for becoming an event organizer on Meetup/SacFan. During the meeting, Roger was able to post the January AOF meeting notice on Meetup. 
6. Pam will take a group photo at the January 30 meeting. Ken agreed to send an email message with the photo and caption, “If you weren’t there, we missed you!” to those on the AOF newsletter email list. 

7. Pam suggested a format change to AOF's advertising in our newsletter etc., to list the time, place, and meeting format at the top of any write-up on an upcoming event, so readers will find the info easily and quickly. Ken said the AOF website layout is “hardcoded” which makes it a bit inflexible, but he can still put this information at the top of the write-up. Fran and Ken will work up a sample for future newsletter entries. 
8. Election of AOF board members – Pat Kelley and Jetta Ostrofsky are no longer board members. Ken is no longer on the board, but he will continue as Treasurer. Mynga Futrell and Rae Howard have been elected to the board. Thanks to Pat, Ken, and Jetta, for their service on the board. Thanks and welcome to Mynga and Rae for joining the board! Pam will check with Christine Tweet to delete the voters’ names and who they voted for, to ensure that voting information is anonymous.
9. SSA Social Media Push by Secular Student Alliance (SS) chapter to publicize “No Planet B” and/or The Establishment Clause – Pam received no response to her emails to local SSA chapters. Consequently, this item is closed for now.
10. Don Knutson submitted an application to the newly implemented state program that will pay $250 for each of AOF’s highway clean-up events. To date, AOF has not received a payment, so Ken will follow up with Don. We can apply for 12 payments each year. (Another highway cleanup event occurred on 1/22/22).
New Business

1. Pam – We discussed whether we need to keep our Google phone number. Nearly all calls we receive are robocall/spam calls; however, Ken said that California law requires nonprofits to have a phone number. To facilitate checking and deleting messages, Ken will print the password list for Pam. 
2. Ken – We agreed to contribute $100 (sponsorship) to Sacramento Darwin Day scheduled for 2/6/22. All are encouraged to buy tickets ($10 general, $5 for students) and attend this online event. Ken will send the donation to Sacramento Darwin Day.
3. Pam – revising the AOF brochure –She suggested we put the AOF website address and email address on the front of the brochure, etc. Pam will work with Fran to update the master brochure. 

4. Pam is working on securing a speaker for our February meeting.
5. Mynga suggested we set goals for 2022. She suggested we work on ways to 1) increase membership, and 2) communicate to the outside community. For example, when we receive funds from the Highway Cleanup Program, we may want to donate money to a local food closet. We agreed to bring our ideas to our next meeting.

The meeting was adjourned shortly after 8 p.m. Our next meeting is scheduled for Tuesday, March 8th at 7 p.m. at Ken and Ruth’s house. 
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
