Old Business
1. Reviewed and approved May 2022 meeting minutes.
2. Reviewed and approved treasurer’s report. As of June 30, 2022, general fund balance is $9369.32, a smidgen down from last month.
3. July 31 general meeting – Possible presenters: Pam will call Darien Delu (WILPF), Judy Saint (“I’m Secular and I vote” billboard person), and David Disken (to speak about Freethought Day).
