Old Business

Mynga will price the books and hopefully the cost will not exceed $100 and purchase the books.

2. Should we allow Todd Urick to use AOF on FCC application for low power FM station license in Sacramento? We discussed and decided to allow Todd to do this. Mynga will notify Todd of our decision.
