Minutes - AOF Board Meeting, November 12, 2024
The meeting was called to order at 7:08 p.m. Roger, Mynga, Fran, Ken, Pam and Ruth attended.
Old Business
1. Reviewed and approved September 2024 meeting minutes. 
0. Treasurer’s report (Ken): As of October 31, 2024, the General Fund balance is $12305.11, about $90 down from the previous month, though well up from October of last year.  Membership is steady at 60.
1. AOF website upgrades – Mynga reported that Rick Tracewell worked on the Reason Center website, as did Dave Herbert, Bakari and Brian Drew. David Diskin is willing to provide a short lesson on web development to an AOF subcommittee, but he said no to revamping the website for us. After the meeting, David provided several possible dates in January. Subcommittee members (Ken, Ruth, Roger) need to provide David the dates they are available to meet. After that meeting, we will choose a web developer. 
2. Arthur Murchison’s daughter, Kela, asked if the celebration of life for her father may be held at Reason Center, when the time comes. We agreed this is a good idea. Ruth will advise Kela to contact the Reason Center after Arthur’s passing, and AOF is willing to pay the room rental for this event. In general, we decided AOF may pay room rental fee for celebrations of life if requested and approved by a majority of the board.
3. Pam and Ken will arrange a time to review the AOF tax forms in the new year,
4. We renewed our Humor Times ad ($480). 
5. Status (Pam): Detailed info about Sacramento Rainbow Festival in September 2025 – should we have a table? Item tabled until Rainbow Festival specifics are posted online.
6. We decided to change our monthly meeting verbiage from “general membership meeting” to “AOF monthly event.”
7. Why should someone be a paying member of AOF? Answer: We provide a visible voice for atheists and freethinkers in the community and members have voting rights.
8. Film & Discussion Night:  Nancy Sneed needs a team to share responsibilities. Fran will talk to Nancy about how he can help. Ruth and Mynga offered to donate $200 each for a big screen TV for use in the library. Mynga asked the Reason Center Board to discuss this proposal at their next meeting
9. HumanLight/Solstice Party – Scheduled for 12/15. Fran and others will provide music for the event. AOF will present Don Knutson with an award for his dedicated service at approximately 12:15 pm. Ruth went to a local trophy shop on 12/4 and provided several options to Mynga for review. The award will probably cost around $90 to $105. There will be the candle ceremony and pet and human food collection also. Ruth and Ken will deliver the pet food to the pet food closet. 
10. Discuss (Pam, Ken):  “Lighthouse” calendar mini blurbs are intended to go on AOFonline calendar.  Calendar blurb will be expanded when we publish the Newsletter. Ken will do this from here on out.
11. Homework report (all):  Topic/presenter suggestions from Renaissance Society. Ruth will contact the presenter of the “Fantastical History of the Swastika to see if he is interested in speaking to AOF on the fourth Sunday of January
