Minutes - AOF Board Meeting, November 11, 2025

Old Business
1. September 2025 meeting minutes were reviewed and approved.
2. Treasurer’s report (Ken): AOF made a little money this month, due to light expenses and some very generous donations.  At the end the General Fund contained $12397.14, about $280 more than last month, and just a bit more than this time last year. We had 65 members. Treasurer’s report was approved.
3. Status: AOF website upgrades – Ken will make a list of technical issues that need to be addressed and send it to Dave. Ken will respond to Pam’s email message regarding proposed website changes.  
4. Status (Roger): AOF button design – Pam will send proposed design to Ken for review and mock-up. 
New Business

5. Ken spotted a scam when an unknown party sent AOF a donation check for $20,000. Check was bogus and Ken notified the sender that a police report has been filed (no report was filed). 
6. Ken will reimburse Roger $24 for new set of 50 Thank You cards, $53.76 for 10 paper table covers for the HumanLight party, and $14.99 for Nov. Meetup.com/SacFAN. Pam will send an additional reimbursement request to Ken. 
7. We discussed the fact that Meetup.com is charging $14.99/month to hosts. We will revisit this issue at the January meeting.
8. (Pam) Report on HumanLight/Solstice Potluck Party.  Nancy Sneed & Pam are the organizers. We have 4 sponsors: RC, SA, CFD, & AOF. We are ramping up sponsor advertising via a large poster and  table flyers .We are ramping up expenditure record keeping via sponsor expenditure records. Kaeleigh will post the event on our three Facebook pages. Pam will post it on Meetup. David Diskin wants an ad on Facebook. Pam will review the AOFonline announcement currently posted. 
9. Pam shared Susan McLean’s remarks about proactively paying musicians. We decided to pay each musician $85.
10. Discuss: Voting for 2026 Board members.  

· Kaeleigh will run the poll and tally votes. Pam will send her names and voting dates. dates. Everyone agreed to continue as board members except for Mynga. She will continue to be an advisory member, as will Kaeleigh.
· We will include “incumbent” with the names of those who wish to continue on the board.  

· Ballot wording will be “You may vote for as many as seven (7) candidates.”

· After the meeting, Ken sent the membership an invitation to run for the Board.  As of this writing, we have one new board candidate.
